There’s a new alternative for transfer students 
who are lacking their second composition class.  
USEM 225 University Seminar for Transfers will 
be offered on the Medford campus in spring term 
on Tuesday nights from 5:39 – 9:20.  The 4-credit 
class will be limited to transfer students with at 
least 24 credits, and the topic will focus on 
professional/business writing competencies.  The 
4 writing credits will be counted toward the 8 
credits of writing needed to fulfill the University 
Studies/Seminar requirement, and any additional 
course work needed (either writing or 
communication) will be assessed on a case-by-
case basis. Students will need to confer with their 
Medford advisor, University Seminar, or the 
ACCESS center for placement. 
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EARN CREDIT BY EXAM 
 
For about ten years now, the Medford Campus 
has offered the College Level Examination 
Program (CLEP), which allows students to earn 
lower division credit by exam.  Each exam costs 
$85 and you can earn 3-9 credits, depending on 
the subject or your score.  Starting this spring, 
SOU Medford campus will also offer the DANTES 
Standardized Subject Tests (DSST)!  DANTES 
allows students to challenge lower division and 
upper division classes by examination for $70 per 
exam. Some of the upper division business 
classes you can challenge are: 
 
Business Law I & II 
Money and Banking 
Principles of Finance 
Management Information Systems 
 
If you have training or experience in these areas, it 
may be worth looking into. You can save quite a 
bit of time and money by testing out of what you 
already know.
