I. Approve Minutes from 1/24/05 – Motion to approve –Marc Levy; 2nd – John Richards – Unanimously approved with changes already sent to Marc via email.
II. Announcements

A. Mara Affre - Preview Weekend coming up – very large turnout expected.

III. President Zinser regretted she could not attend today due to a conflict with another important event. Following our meeting, she sent the following message to the Senate: “Dear Senate Colleagues:
I apologize for missing the meeting today.  Our wonderful delegation activities with Dankook University followed our Celebration of the Life and Work of James Sours, and it extended longer than I'd expected.  In lieu of a report, I am sending you the resulting Transfer Module document approved by the OSBHE, the latest Legislative activity summary, and a new document that summarizes the rich relationship between SOU and OSF.” Documents are attached here for your reference. 
IV. Dr. Potter is traveling out of town today for a meeting.

V. Student Senate Report

A. Nice to be close to a full senate at this point.

B. Committee assignments are moving along well.
C. He believes that faculty and staff may soon be faced with needing to use Higher One.

1. Shared some of his recent negative experiences – unpaid bills, fraudulent charge from Atlanta, GA, very poor customer service in resolving problems. See attached report.
2. Would like us to be aware of these important Higher One usage issues

VI. Faculty Senate Advisory Council Report (Yates)

A. Discussed issue of commencement speaker decisions. Dr. Zinser has been very active in consulting with the FSAC regarding the process and rationale for her decisions. FSAC is pleased with the discussions and decisions that have been made.
B. Discussed a winter all-faculty forum where Dr. Potter could present his perspective on Faculty Roles and Responsibilities (see document previously disseminated). Tentative date for this was set for March 2, 2005, but this date is now in question because of potential conflict with Oregon Legislature – related meetings. A final date will be decided soon after further deliberation with Dr. Potter’s office.
VII. Alec Hosler of Opsis Architecture – Introduction by Diane Brimmer (4:25-4:30)
    Renewal and Expansion of the Stevenson Union
A. Bathroom fixtures will be updated, including the consideration of a re-introduction of paper or other towels.
B. Big changes to main gathering areas.
C. Elmo’s will be a more open, integrated part of the Union. Also will lower the raised floor in there.

D. New elevator

E. The raised area outside Redford Lounge will be lowered to main floor.

VIII.  CREAC Report - John Sollinger, Mada Morgan, Emily Miller-Francisco
A. CREAC is making a recommendation that we move to a “Goal Strand” approach to facilitating learning competencies.

B. Current Gen Ed courses will be grandfathered in.
C. A move to performance-based focus – encouraged to focus on the specific proficiencies that are laid out in a full document. Differs from old 9 Goal format in that focus is on student proficiency rather than assessing whether particular courses address broader goals.
D. Voting on the Student Learning Outcomes document will be an action item at the February 21st meeting.
IX. Action Item - University Curriculum Committee - Barbara Winkler (4:40-4:50)
Course Numbering Changes – regarding lettering suffixes for differentiation, and policies regarding multiple delivery of generic course numbers.
A. Motion to approve proposal as currently updated (see attachment) – Whitesitt; 2nd - Cross
B. Mike Corcoran (Registrar) endorses document.
C. Senate unanimously voted to approve.
X. Discussion Item  - Nonprofit Management Certificate Program proposal – Barbara Winkler & Allison Koenig – See attachment.
A. Alena Ruggerio asked for several clarifications on courses in the proposal
B. The Certificate actually comes from American Humanics for the time being. They are looking for approval in order to make this an OUS/SOU-sanctioned certificate. 

C. Program is already up and running with 10 enrolled students.

D. Concern was expressed that the program is already running and that the proper channels were not followed with the library to ensure that necessary library resources were available to support the program. Sue Burkholder pointed out that this should be the case whether or not the courses within the program are already in place.
E. Whitesitt – as member of Curriculum Committee, concerned that stipulations or rules for a “resources assessment” for new programs are not clearly laid out anywhere for easy reference.

F. Jon Harbaugh asked Barbara Winkler to propose a policy statement.
G. Need an updated proposal at a future meeting – Allison Koenig will address the library resource issue, ask IT Dept. to respond to proposal, add representation from Communications on the program’s curriculum committee, and address expressed concerns about pre-requisites and course inclusions.
XI. Discussion Item – Independent Interdisciplinary Majors – revised description document (Barbara Winkler) – see attachment.
A. Sarah Ann Hones – recommends carrying over graduation requirement summary from prior draft to current draft. Also expressed concern over clarity of the descriptions.

B. Put edited version on agenda for vote at next visit.
XII. Constitution Committee Report – Jon Harbaugh update

A. Change in wording regarding President description introduced at previous meeting. Ballots have been returned with overwhelming support for the change.
XIII. Election Committee (Cody Bustamante)
A. Need to fill slots on Faculty Personnel committee from School of Education – ballots for nominees have gone out.

XIV. IFS Report – From Meeting held at OSU Feb. 4-5, 2005 (Lee Ayers, Marny Rivera)

A. Shared document entitled Factors Affecting Faculty Recruitment and Retention (digital version not available – contact Lee for hard copy if desired).
B. Also discussed was issue of faculty workload. Questions from Legislature coming up about what faculty do when not in the classroom.
C. Other interesting and important issues – see attachment.
XV. Discussion of replacement for Secretary position for spring quarter. 
A. Appeal from Jon Harbaugh for someone from current Senators to step up as Secretary for next quarter. Would like to have someone identify him or herself by next meeting.
B. Marc reminded Elections Committee that a general faculty member replacement will also be needed for next quarter, and/or an election for permanent replacement to finish out Marc’s term. He is currently in the first year of a three year term.
