I. John Richards moved and Greg Pleva seconded the motion to approve the minutes from the April 3 Faculty Senate meeting.  
A. Kemble proposed to amend: The formation of the grievance committee blank is Dan Wilson.
B. Spelling of “peremptory”

C. The motion to approve the minutes as amended passed unanimously.

II. Announcements


A. UPC not yet ready to bring forth strategic initiatives report.


B. Alice Geankoplis: Annual Fund for Institutional Advancement which 
raises unrestricted funds and designated funds.  They are gearing up for 
the spring phone-a-thon.  Training starts next Sunday.  Alice has been 
interviewing students to be callers.  She states that students talk about 
how wonderful the faculty is and the small classes as key unsolicited 
selling point for SOU.  


C. Linda Richards of the WRC and Judith Rosen of Sexual Assault 
Response Team: Yell It, Tell It campaign to stop sexual assault on 
campus this week.  


A. Panel in the SU 11-1 Wednesday, “Taking Responsibility for 


Sexual Assault.”  Several clubs on campus are involved.  


B. Goals for campaign: 



1. let community know what steps they can take to make 



rape more rare




2. new and dramatically improved first response services in 



our area




3. break down barriers that discourage survivors from 




coming forward




4. continue ongoing discussion about sexual assault.

V. AC Report from the Faculty Senate Vice-Chair Greg Pleva


A. The President announced that commencement will be shorter


B. The President reported on the Board meeting she attended, including 
conversations about energy costs and legislative approaches for the next 

biennium’s budget.


C. The AC discussed Faculty Senate’s role in relation to the UPC report – 
different perspectives on how to respond.  


1. Kemble Yates: UPC spent a great deal of time reviewing 28 


strategic initiatives.  They will be bringing their report next meeting, 


and we will also be getting recommendations from Faculty Roles, 


Responsibilities, and Rewards Committee.  



2. Kathy McNeill: UPC has reviewed all strategic initiatives and 


made comments about them, and now they want to identify the 


strategic initiatives that the committee believes deserve the 



strongest support.  The report will come to Faculty Senate and will 


seek confirmation and acceptance of the report rather that asking 


Senate to review all initiatives and reprioritize them without having 


read all the applications.  This will occur at the May 1 meeting.  



3. The UPC will try to get us materials beforehand.  The authors will 

have a chance to meet with UPC to get feedback.

VI. Student Senate Report – Sarah Swanson


A. Lee Ayers-Schlosser welcomed as Faculty Representative


B. Student Fee Committee recommended increase of $31 to a total of 
$221.  Recommendation will be passed on to Budget Office and 
eventually the President.  This increase ensures that student groups will 
have a reserve for student clubs.  


C. Sarah thanked faculty for their understanding with the walkout event 
last week. 


D. Elections for spring senate seats will be beginning very soon.  ASSOU 
bulletin boards are located in all buildings, and senate office hours/senate 
seats have been updated.  ASSOU website has also been updated.  If the 
students would like more information, those sources are up to date.

VII. University Studies Committee – Proposed Integration courses (Discussion)


A. Mada Morgan: The spreadsheet shows us the courses where one goal 
is explicit.  Other goals might be implicit.  All goals and proficiencies are 
met.  These are the “initial passes.”  There are several other courses 
where some goals and proficiencies need to be more explicit, and others 
need to choose just one H, I, or J.  Those courses are being worked on as

 well.  These 34 are just the ones the whole committee has already 
passed on.  Every two weeks, more will be coming before Senate. 


B. Greg Pleva: When University Studies Committee met last Friday and 
looked at some more integration courses, those are the ones that will be 
coming to Senate?  How many?  



1. Mada Morgan: At least 9 more H courses, 3 more I courses, 3 


more J courses, and a few that need to decide one or the other.  


Looking at a total of 60 courses to be passed.    


C. Mada went through the course catalog to get the prereqs for the 
prereqs down on the spreadsheet.  



1. Many of the prereqs are our exploration courses as well.  



2. Mada was heartened to see that many times the prereqs are not 


onerous.  



3. Jean Maxwell: Type-o prereqs SOC 204 recommended.  They 


need to be switched.  



4. Alena Ruggerio: COMM 460 was approved as J but listed as I 


(other Ruggerio course COMM 343 submitted for I)



5. Sarah Ann Hones: Because of prereqs, are you concerned that 


upper division integration courses will be peopled with majors only?  

6. Mada Morgan: I do not think it will be only majors, given what I 


have seen of the wide array of courses offered.  And we need to 


continue to broadcast the great courses we’ve got, our students 


need to know they can take advantage of some of them.  



7. Kathy McNeill: Next year the demand will not be the same and 


more courses will come in.  But the science UD synthesis has 43 


sections taught in 05-06, and 23 are already closed including the 


summer.  If we are adding courses with more prereqs, we have a 


long way to go before we have the capacity to serve the number of


 students.  This could become an accreditation issue, creating a 


bottleneck or insufficiency of courses.  The faculty need to really 


take ownership of this new gen ed and doing the work to get 



integration courses identified. The faculty need to step up and fill 


those holes.  





a. Mada: Thank you for recognizing that the University 



Studies Committee has done their work by putting the 



mechanism in place, and now it is time for the entire campus 


to work together to utilize the mechanism.  Kemble added 



that we’re going to have to commit to this as a whole 




institution.  



8. Kemble Yates: late-breaking memo just released to Provost 


Potter that expressed the new general education implementation 


concerns arising at the last meeting.  



9. Kemble pointed out Political Science and Geography as 



examples that “no single school owns a strand.”  We also agreed 


that each student must take at least one strand outside her major.  


10.  Prakash: Students can be required to take a lower-division 


explorations sequence to get into integration course.  




a. Susan Walsh: out of 180 credits, 60 credits aren’t tied to 



major or gen ed per se, so students will be able to work the 



prereqs into that batch of courses.  




b. Mada Morgan: many current synthesis courses have a 



tacit prereq in terms of expecting all lower division 




explorations to be completed.  




c. Susan Walsh: instructors also have the prerogative to 



make exceptions for those they admit into their classes.  



Although that’s not the explicit message we want to send.  

D. Mada Morgan spoke in favor of waiting two weeks before voting this 
time, and maybe after this first round, we could dispense with the two-
week rule so we can have all these courses done by May 1 for catalog 
and advising.  Mada will send follow-up list to Senate as soon as they 
are approved by University Studies.  



E. John Richards: received letter from student about teachers who made a 
difference, and 2 of the 3 were teachers of synthesis courses she would 
not have otherwise taken.

VIII. International Programs – Proposed new Senate committee (Action) 


A. Dean Josie Wilson came back to discuss the proposed addition to the 
bylaws for the International Affairs Committee of Faculty Senate.  

B. The other groups on the chart would come later if we affirm that we 
want an IAC, and then the IAC would flesh out the ISF and OIP Advisory 
Council.  



C. Kemble compared language of existing bylaws and proposed counter 
language to boil down the language while maintaining the spirit of the 
proposal.  The Committee on Committees would take care of equal 
representation from each school.  We can agree we want the committee, 
and then do the language of the bylaws next time.  

D. After some deliberation about what process to follow, John Richards 
moved and Anne Chambers seconded the motion to form the International 
Affairs Committee as proposed by Dean Wilson, but to leave it out of the 
bylaws for two weeks.  At that time, Senate would go through the proper 
channels to revise the bylaws language for implementation.  



1. In effect, the IAC would be an ad hoc committee of Faculty 


Senate for two weeks, allowing the Committee on Committees to fill 

the seats.  And then at the next meeting, it would become a 



standing committee of Faculty Senate.



2. Kemble would send out the bylaws language to the faculty for 


voting in two weeks.  


E. Dan Rubenson: does a bylaws change go to the full faculty?  Mark 
Siders: No, just for constitution.  Kemble: but the campus needs seven 
days to see the language.


F. About the wording of next meeting’s bylaws language, Mark Siders 
disagreed that the names of the schools should be explicitly named in the 
list of seats to fill the committee.  He didn’t want his school to be 
mandated to participate when there are so few people to participate.  
G. Sandra Holstein: How is OIP advisory council different from IAC?  


1. Josie Wilson: OIP envisioned to be a group of faculty working on 


issues of international students, student exchanges, scholarship 


recipients, memoranda of understanding with other universities, 


liaison to get study abroad courses transferred to departments.  


Very nuts and bolts.  We don’t currently have that, and we used to 


have something like that.  


2. Sandra Holstein: the Office of International Programs was cut 


back, we are now farming the work of that office out to the faculty.  


The OIP Advisory Council together would be doing what the Office 


of International Programs used to do.


3. Kemble Yates: the rest of the organizational chart is up for the 


IAC to shape.  A group of faculty would be providing the high-level 


advice for how international affairs should be done.  



4. Josie Wilson: this came out of a broad task force that had input 


from a lot of people.  The faculty/staff survey revealed a lot of 


support for being involved in international activities and decisions.  

H. Dan Rubenson called the question.  The motion passed unanimously.

IX. IFS Report by Dan Wilson and Lee Ayers-Scholsser


A. Interinstitutional Faculty Senate urges everyone to contact legislators.


B. IFS meeting was at OHSU, which has moved to 3% support from the 
state, and their business is booming.  


1. They are taking public money and handing it out to private firms 


for economic development initiatives.  


2. New building, new tram, and new campus.  


3. They are increasing medical school enrollment, and they will be 


working with the universities preparing students for med school in 


preparation for the challenges in health care in the near future.


C. OHSU’s goal is to double the production of nurses by 2010.  They 
restructured their curriculum to meet this goal, including 3 years at 
community colleges and 1 year at 4-year college level, which is more 
affordable for the students.  Kemble: Curricular changes involved cutting 
some math and science.

D. Advanced Placement: the state will decide on the number of college 
credits awarded, but each campus decides what those credits count for.  
What do students have to score on AP test?  They are trying to have more 
of a united front on that answer.  

E. Heads up: Mercer said be aware that high school courses will be 
pushed to be counted toward OTM.  South and North Medford have 
outgrown building and teachers, and SB 342 is pushing for us to go to 
high schools or open up college campuses so high school students could 
come here.  


1. Kathy McNeill: what about grants for AP?  


2. Lee Ayers-Schlosser: not mentioned at the IFS meeting.  Ask the 

Chancellor’s office.


F. Performance based budgeting by Senator Kurt Schrader.  He supports 
online instruction but was unaware of the amount of faculty time 
investment.  Lee will follow through to encourage legislators to take her 
course online! 


G. Jay Kenton presented his idea for separating OUS out of the PEBB 
health insurance and using the savings for faculty salaries.  He is basically 
proposing to move money from benefits over to salaries.  


1. IFS recommended against that for many reasons.  


2. Kemble Yates added that the Association of Oregon Faculties is 


in agreement that decoupling OUS from the PEBB health plan 


would not be the best.


H. Kenton and Chancellor Pernsteiner continue to brainstorm for ideas to

 raise funds, and some brainstorming ideas are more feasible than others.  
I. State funding for higher ed would disappear if two ballot initiatives on the 
horizon were to pass.


J. Kathy McNeill: One idea was to cap enrollments at U of O and OSU, 
and so enrollments might flow into regionals.  


1. Lee Ayers-Schlosser: Earl Potter is chair of the Provost’s 



committee, and he can speak to that.  


2. U of O is doing a strong market out of Oregon, so they are 


pulling in strong dollars from outside of Oregon.  Their advertising 


campaign is going after out of state tuition dollars.  Lots of joint 


ventures with U of O, OSU, and PSU to hit larger target markets.  


3. Anne Chambers: when they market out of state, do they market 


for OUS as a whole?  Lee: That would have to come out of 



Chancellor’s office, and given the reductions they took, there is no 


current total marketing approach for OUS.


K. Next IFS meeting will be at EOU.  So please provide feedback to reps.

X. Committee Reports


A. Elections committee is working.  They have nominees for the empty 
seats, and ballots go out at the end of the week to fill seats.  There are no 
at-large seats up for vote this time.


B. The Committee on Committees are gearing up to make the placements 
for next year, including the International Affairs Council.

XI. Kemble Yates adjourned the meeting.
