If your child is not participating in the supervised 
lunch, then you must take your child directly to their class and pick them up after their class.  

Full Day Students Participating in Supervised Lunch: 
 
If your child is attending KIDS U for the full day (morning and afternoon classes), a FREE 
supervised lunch period from 12:00-1:00 pm is available. Students in the supervised lunch period 
will need to bring a brown bag lunch to eat in the Campbell Center. Students will be escorted from 
their morning classes to lunch and then to their afternoon class. If you do not fill out the enclosed 
registration from indicating you would like us to pick up your child for lunch, then you are 
responsible for picking them up from their morning class and returning them to their afternoon 
class. 
 
Please plan on attending the Supervised Lunch orientation and registration at 9:00 am each 
Monday of KIDS U.
